Isn’t that the very definition of love: “Love that will not let me go”?

February is traditionally the month when we celebrate LOVE.  The Greek language has three 
words which are translated into English as love.  First is “eros” which is romantic love.  Second is 
“philos” which is brotherly love. Third is “Agape” which is self -giving love that was best seen in the life 
and teachings of Jesus Christ.  Of all of the words explaining the nature of Christianity, the word 
“LOVE” is the most important.

Jesus teaches us that all of the laws of the Old Testament are best kept by obeying two new 
commandments: “Love God and Love Your Neighbor”.  People throughout history have always found 
ways to get around, or argue against, laws.  But by loving God and others all of the time, you will always 
act correctly.  You can’t make a mistake loving.  Yes, your love must be pure and not influenced by 
other motives.  Often love gets complicated!  Love is not just mushy. Sometimes love is misunderstood. 
Love is not always easy.  Many times, love is hard!  Jesus teaches us to even love those who disrespect us.  
Jesus tells us to love our enemies!  Jesus teaches us that “agape” love often requires forgiveness, 
reconciliation, and acceptance.  Living a life of Love is the Way of God that brings hope, peace, justice, 
and new life on earth and in the time to come.

 “For God so LOVED the world that God GAVE  God’s only begotten Son.” (John 3:16.) God’s 
love for us is a gift that we can count on every hour of every day no matter what we do or what happens 
to us.  God’s agape love is a love that will not let us go.  Look at page 606 in our hymnal.  The words of 
this hymn speak such important truth. “O Love that will not let me go, I rest my weary soul in Thee.”  
God’s love heals us, rescues us, and sustains us throughout all of our journey of life.  

Just as God gave Christ to us, we need to give back to others: LOVE GOD and LOVE ALL 
OTHERS no matter what!  This is the new WAY of living that Jesus taught us.
