Valentine's Day is February 14. As the legend goes, Saint Valentine of Rome was imprisoned by the 
Emperor Claudius for marrying  Christian soldiers around A.D. 270. (Claudius had decided that 
unmarried men made better soldiers.) While in jail, he restored the eyesight of the jailer's blind 
daughter. She sent him a farewell letter before his execution, signed "Love, your Valentine".

The first Valentine's Day card was sent around 1806. Today, it is the second-most sent card of the 
year (after Christmas cards). Females receiving 85% of them. 

There is no biblical reason why we should not celebrate Valentine's Day with our loved ones; the 
decision should be made between each of us and God.
