Happy Labor Day!

Labor Day, celebrated on the first Monday in September, honors American 
workers. The actual origin of the event is in question. Some say that it began 
with a private Knights of Labor meeting in NYC in 1882, which resulted in a 
public parade on September 5. A second theory is that Peter McGuire 
(Vice President of the American Federation of Labor), after seeing parades in 
Toronto celebrating it on May 8 1882, proposed that it be celebrated on the 
first Monday in September (the midpoint between the Fourth of July and 
Thanksgiving).

Oregon first adopted the holiday in 1887. Then in 1894, after thirty states 
were already celebrating it, President Grover Cleveland signed the bill 
making it an official federal holiday.

What does the Bible say about labor and rest?
Colossians 3:23: "Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working 
for the Lord, not for men."
Matthew 11:28: "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will 
give you rest."

Labor Day is a reminder of the value of work, and the importance of treating 
workers fairly. Christians should view work as a way to serve both God and 
men, reflecting His love and justice.
